Tuition
All tuition is due in full on the 1* of every month and no later than the 9th. On the 10th
of the month, a $10 late fee occurs. No exceptions. If tuition reaches 60 days late, the
student will no longer be able to attend classes until the balances are cleared. If payment
reaches 90 days late BCCDV may take legal action to clear the balance owed.

There is a $25 returned check fee on ALL returned checks

A written notice of One Month must be given for discontinuing of enrollment and tuition.

The $40 registration fee must be re-paid if the student takes one month or more off from
classes.

Students in good standing, that have not taken a break will pay $25 each September 1%
for the seasons registration.

Tuition is not prorated unless the BCCDYV staff cancels the class, which rarely to never
will occur.
